Responsibilities:

e Director of Admissions

o Oversight of compliance with ARC-PA admission procedure and policy standards, as well
as state, federal, and regulatory statutes

o Conduct meetings as needed for program admissions committee

o Coordinate with program director and assessment faculty & staff to monitor program data
related to admissions

o Oversee process of applicant review, including review of waivers, transcript questions, and
other forms

o Work with Evidence in Motion staff to coordinate with CASPA, WebAdmit, and PAEA
regarding admissions

o Oversee communication processes with prospective students

o In partnership with staff, coordinate applicant interviews

o Engage in discussion regarding readmission or a released student or deferment of an
accepted student



o Other duties as assigned

Faculty Responsibilities

o Teaching, evaluating, and advising students throughout didactic and clinical phases of the
program.

o Coordinating remedial instruction for students when needed.

o Participating in PA Program Committees as assigned by the Program Director.

o Attending and assisting in labs, simulation activities, practical exams, throughout the
program.

o Advising students on academic progress and research projects as needed.

o Assisting with recruitment and selection of applicants for program admission.

o Participating in program self-assessment and document preparation for ARC-PA
accreditation.

o Engaging in service, community, and campus relations, and scholarly activities appropriate
to the role of Clinical Director and PA faculty.

o Performing other duties as requested by the Program Director to support the PA program,
the faculty and staff, and the students.

o Ensure integration of faith into curriculum, mentoring students in their own journey to
incorporate their worldview with their role as a PA.
